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THE WORD

PETER DECLARES
THAT JESUS IS
THE MESSIAH

MATTHEW 16:13-19

In today's Gospel, Jesus turns to his disciples with a question that cuts to the heart of faith:
"Who do people say that the Son of Man is?”

The disciples report the varied opinions of the crowds, highlighting the uncertainty and
speculation surrounding Jesus' identity. Then he asks them directly, “But who do you say that |
am?" Peter responds with a decisive confession: "You are the Christ, the Son of the living God."

Jesus affirms Peter’s insight, declaring that it is not human reasoning but divine revelation that
enables this recognition: "Flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but my Father in heaven.”
This moment establishes the foundation of the Church. The imagery of “binding and loosing"
signals authority to guide the community in matters of faith and moral responsibility, while the
“rock" metaphor underscores stability and continuity.

Matthew presents this episode as both personal and communal. Peter's confession is personal
faith, yet it becomes the cornerstone for the wider Church, linking individual recognition of
Christ with the structure and mission of the Christian community. The passage emphasises the
interplay of revelation, faith, and responsibility in the life of discipleship. ®

FIRST READING Acts 12:1-11
A reading from the Acts of the Apostles.

In those days: Herod the king laid violent hands on some who
belonged to the church. He killed James the brother of John
with the sword, and when he saw that it pleased the Jews, he
proceeded to arrest Peter also. This was during the days of
Unleavened Bread. And when he had seized him, he put him in
prison, delivering him over to four squads of soldiers to guard him,
intending after the Passover to bring him out to the people. So
Peter was kept in prison, but earnest prayer for him was made to
God by the church.

Now when Herod was about to bring him out, on that very night,
Peter was sleeping between two soldiers, bound with two chains,
and sentries before the door were guarding the prison. And
behold, an angel of the Lord stood next to him, and a light shone in
the cell. He struck Peter on the side and woke him, saying, ‘Get up
quickly.’ And the chains fell off his hands. And the angel said to him,
‘Dress yourself and put on your sandals.” And he did so. And
he said to him, 'Wrap your cloak round you and follow me.’ And
he went out and followed him. He did not know that what was
being done by the angel was real, but thought he was seeing a
vision. When they had passed the first and the second guard, they
came to the iron gate leading into the city. It opened for them of
its own accord, and they went out and went along one street, and
immediately the angel left him. When Peter came to himself, he
said, ‘Now | am sure that the Lord has sent his angel and rescued
me from the hand of Herod and from all that the Jewish people
were expecting.’
